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Preserving The Tradition
Dear Member:

As members of The Toledo Country Club, we are privileged to belong to a truly outstanding Country Club. Once again, Don Kotnik, 1993 PGA Golf Professional of the Year heads a superb staff. Don and his staff are excited about the upcoming season and providing an enjoyable golfing season to all of us and our guests.  As in years past, we are committed to the tradition of caddies, proper etiquette and undelayed pace of play.
Etiquette

Please remember that golf is the game in which the participant is also the official.

1. REPLACE DIVOTS - Replace all divots on the golf course. If you are riding in a cart use the sand/seed mixture to fill nonreplaceable divots on the fairways. 

2. REPAIR BALL MARKS - When on the green repair your ball mark and any others that time allows. 

3. REMOVE BROKEN TEES - Remove all wooden tees from teeing ground and dispose of them. When left in or on the ground tees quickly dull mower blades. 

4. CARTS - Keep carts on paths -whenever possible. Never drive a cart closer than 30 feet from the edge of any tee or green. Vary your driving patterns at all times to avoid soil compaction. Considering the destructive nature of carts, walk as often as you can, take a caddy and enjoy the walk in the sun. 


The only way to maintain and continue to improve our golf course is to be disciplined and consistent in our application of the above guidelines. Take pride in your golf course and insist that others do too. If you have any questions or suggestions about ways to improve the golf course environment at Toledo Country Club please contact the Green Committee.
Pace Of Play

  
 An undelayed round is an important tradition of this club. Whenever a group shall, for any reason, fall more than one clear hole behind the players ahead, it is expected that you skip your next hole to maintain your position. Take par plus your handicap for your score. The USGA pace rating for the Toledo Country Club is 3 hours and 56 minutes.

How Can I Increase My Pace of Play?
1. Please use Laser Link Yardages – produces instant yardage from the spot you are at.
2. Do not over analyze: practice on the range not on the course. Try not to look over every putt from every direction. 

3. Eliminate unnecessary practice swings - build your confidence on the practice tee. 

4. Preparation - Be prepared to hit when it is your turn. Get to your ball as quickly as possible and consider club options prior to your companions' shots. Hit-when-ready is a good playing method under certain circumstances. 

5. Pay attention - Watch your ball flight carefully to avoid long periods of searching. 

6. Placement of golf carts and bags - When on the green place your cart or bag between the flag and the next tee so that you may make a quicker, more direct exit after holing out. 

7. Pick up if you have exceeded the maximum number of strokes that your handicap allows. 

8. Be alert - Be aware of your group's position in relation to those in front and behind you. You are required to keep pace with the group in front of you. 

9. Play in foursomes whenever possible - Twosomes do not have priority.

The Pro Shop is the center of all golf activity. Our goal as the professional staff is to offer you and your guests the finest quality clothing, equipment and accessories at competitive prices. Unlike discount golf shops, the Toledo Country Club Golf Staff provides professional advice and recommendations to all customers. Each spring you will see the latest fashions and a bright new look. As for equipment, golf professionals are flooded each year with new ideas, some good, some not so good. If it is new and has merit you will see it in the shop. Except for individual clubs (putters, wedges, etc.) all sets of woods and irons are sold at 20% off retail price. This keeps us competitive. Your clubs are very important to me. If your clubs fit you and your game, you will enjoy golf more. You cannot take lessons properly if your clubs are not to your specifications. Our staff will take time to insure your equipment is fit for you.  I also want you to test clubs prior to your purchase.  


REMEMBER: We stand behind everything you purchase. Your support and patronage is vital to the total golf operation.

Tipping Of the Golf Staff


As a steady practice, tipping for services rendered by my staff is not necessary nor is it expected. However, because the golf shop staff does not participate in the employee Christmas fund, many members do tip the golf staff at the end of the year for a job well done. This is entirely voluntary.

Club Storage and Cleaning


Club storage and cleaning services in the Pro Shop area are provided 7 months a year for members and their families. Club storage is MANDATORY for all golfing members. Club storage personnel or one of your professionals are on duty at all times to transport your clubs to and from the club storage room...to set "them up on a golf cart", to issue them to a caddy or to take them to and from your car. Clubs may be stored for the winter months although availability to them is limited. The shop is not responsible for guest clubs left overnight.

A. STORAGE ARRANGEMENTS







         
 
When members bring their equipment to the club storage room, they should register their equipment with one of the golf professionals. A Toledo Country Club bag tag will be attached to your bag with name and the rack number. Annual storage billing is placed on your March billing statement from the club.

B. GUEST CLUBS











For security reasons it is recommended that guests place their clubs in their automobile immediately after play. Guest clubs will be placed on the bag drop area near the Pro Shop parking area, after the Pro Shop closes.

C. IDENTIFICATION LABELS








The annual club storage and service rates include the installation of labels for golf clubs. Lost or misplaced clubs are frequently turned in to the bagroom and are immediately returned to the owner if properly identified. If identification labels are not on your clubs please notify the Pro Shop personnel so they can be ordered.

D. WET UMBRELLAS










All wet umbrellas should be placed on the top of lockers in the locker room until they dry. They should then be replaced in the golf bag by the owner. The golf shop is not responsible for lost umbrellas, golf towels, headcovers, or yardage indicators. 
E. CLUB REPAIR











Minor club repair and special cleaning of golf equipment is available by inquiring in the Bagroom. All major repairs and refinishing should be arranged through the professional staff in the Pro Shop.

F. LOST & FOUND ITEMS









All lost and found items should be turned in at the Main service counter in the Pro Shop. The equipment will be placed in the Lost and Found area of the Bagroom.

G. JUNIOR CLUB STORAGE









A special area is set aside for the juniors. There is no charge for Junior Club storage. The Pro Shop is not responsible for lost junior equipment and juniors are also required to clean their own clubs.

H. SECOND BAG POLICY









Individuals wishing to store a 2nd bag will be charged an additional normal storage fee.

I.  Laser Link


The golf shop is not responsible for missing Laser Link Indicators.

Toledo Country Club Policies & Procedures

Introduction

Welcome to the Toledo Country Club and welcome to the Golf Season from the professional golf staff. From now until the end of the season we will do our best to make your daily golfing activities most enjoyable. We want you to relax and have fun. The object of this booklet is to acquaint you with the many programs, rules and benefits contained in the golf department. Policies and procedures have changed since I became your golf professional in 1972. As new innovations and changes occur, you will be kept informed.  My main objective has always been to offer the "ultimate" in a golf operation, one you can be proud of and enjoy.
Summer Golf - USGA Rules 








We are fortunate to have a golf course with good playing conditions. As a result we play the ball as it lies. Only under extreme conditions are "Preferred Lies" (Winter Rules) allowed. The USGA rules of golf are also followed. Any local rules are printed on the scorecard or on the event format sheet.
Non-Conforming Equipment

Tournaments and daily play are governed by the USGA. Equipment that does not conform to the USGA Rules of Golf will not be allowed. A list of non-conforming equipment can be found at www.usga.org . Please call the golf shop if you have any questions.







                    

Handicaps













All scores between official posting dates should be recorded including scores from other district clubs. New members must have 5 scores before an official handicap can be given.  The computerized handicap system has been implemented. The men’s locker room and the Golf Shop have computers to enter scores. Every member should post their full score. The computer automatically makes any adjustment as it relates to your handicap. While posting of scores is done on the "Honor System", any member’s handicap may be raised or lowered by the handicap chairman. The lowest handicap player in each group is responsible for making sure all scores are posted.  USGA has eliminated the use of trend handicaps.  New Members should register in the golf shop to sign up for the handicap system. Remember 5 scores are needed before you can play in a club handicap event.
Messages














Each day the Pro Shop receives numerous phone calls (some 30 to 40) with messages for players on the course. Some are emergencies, some are not. Non-emergency messages are placed on the MESSAGE BOARD located just outside the Pro Shop. It is your responsibility to check the message area. Emergencies are taken care of immediately. For us to do this properly we must know where you are on the golf course.
Toledo Country Club Golf Dress Code

1. All Golfers must wear a golf shirt 

2. No Jeans 

3. Knee length shorts are proper attire, tennis length shorts are not. NOTE:  Shorts must be 21 inches 


in length or longer. Please help us maintain a quality dress code.

· Short shorts, jeans, and cut-off shorts are not appropriate 

· Shorts should be at least 5 inches in inseam length 

· No metal spikes 

Registration


All players are required to sign in at the Pro Shop prior to teeing off, or sign the daily registration sheet at the starters table along with the time you teed off. This will save valuable time -when we need to contact you on the golf course.

Starting Procedure 


All players should begin their round from #1 Tee. At busier times a starter will be at #1 tee to place your group in the starting rotation. The starter will be able to tell you if it is possible to start at another hole on the course. Those wishing to play 9 holes should play them in consecutive order.

Driving Range


Practice is important to your game. We buy the best balls available. Balls are placed in operation when the range opens in April.  The range is run on the "Honor System". Balls will be placed in large containers for those members on the seasonal range program. Any members on the seasonal range program may hit as many balls as they wish without signing or checking in at the Pro Shop. (See Seasonal Range Program on attached entry card).  Any member NOT on the seasonal plan will have to sign for a bag of balls. 

Hours of Operation


Range balls are issued when the Pro Shop opens daily. Closing time will depend on daylight hours. 

NOTE: The driving range will be closed during any scheduled golf schools.

Golf Carts

 

 A sufficient number of golf carts are available at the Country Club. Carts are rented on a first come first served basis. We cannot reserve carts.

GUIDELINES

1. Carts should be driven on paths whenever possible. 

2. Carts should be approximately 30 feet away from tees and greens. 

3. Caddies are not permitted to drive carts. 

4. Pull carts are not permitted at anytime on the golf course.

IMPORTANT NOTE: Those who use a cart or caddy for their a.m. round will not be charged for the cart usage in the p.m. round. *Juniors 21 and under ride free when accompanied by a parent.

REGISTRATION


We do require that members sign for all services. Please tell the golf staff the number of holes your playing, number of guests, etc., before you tee off in order to provide accurate billings. The Pro Shop policy is that we do not accept cash for cart or guest fees.

Guest Policy

  


You are encouraged to invite guests and enjoy the club facilities. It is important for you to notify the professional staff prior to bringing guests. Important for two reasons:

1. We will be prepared to better serve you and your guests 

2. To assure availability at the time you would like to play 

MEMBER RESPONSIBILITIES

· The member is responsible for proper dress, etiquette and speed of play of his/her guests (see page 9).

· Groups of three or more guests should not play until 9:00 on Saturdays or Sundays. 

· All guests must be registered at the main service counter in the Pro Shop prior to tee off time. Guest fees entitle you to 18 holes of golf. There are NO nine hole guest fees. 

· All guests and their host members must take a cart or caddy from Memorial Day through Labor Day. 

FAMILY GUESTS


FAMILY GUESTS are members of immediate family (father, mother, son, daughter, brother, sister, father-in law and mother-in-law). All Family guests must be accompanied by a member and will be charged a $40.00 green fee. However, every member is only allowed 5 family guests for the year. For every family guest after the fifth, full price will be charged.

Caddy Program


The caddy is a tradition that began with the first round of golf ever played. Our Caddiemaster and professional staff works very hard at recruiting and training our caddies. Your grading also helps us in determining in what areas a caddy needs improvement. Grade cards should be placed in the caddy grade box in the locker rooms.

   
ATTENTION WALKERS: To continue the tradition of The Toledo Country Club caddy program a "trail" fee will be charged to all members carrying their own bags on weekends and holidays from 7:30 to 10:00 a.m. This $10.00 charge will be used to pay a $10.00 two-hour "show up" rate for the caddies not used on weekends and holidays.

   
Caddies should be reserved 24 hours in advance. This can be done by notifying the Caddiemaster, Jim Daniel. He will make every effort to provide them for you and your guests.

NOTE: One point is worth making here concerning caddy usage. For a caddy program to succeed the caddies must be used. Try to encourage your fellow player to take a caddy.

Laser Link Yardage indicators will be used to speed up play

BALL MARK REPAIR CREW: Selected caddies are given late evening playing privileges in exchange for repairing ball marks players have failed to repair.

CADDIE GOLF CLINICS:  One hour a week is devoted to teaching our caddies how to play the game. I personally subsidize and supervise this activity.

CADDIE FUN DAY: Caddies are permitted to play on selected Mondays. Each year a special day is set aside for the caddies. Your contribution on the caddies donation board pays for this day.

CADDIE TEAM CHAMPIONSHIP: Each year a city championship is held where six man teams from TCC,

Inverness, Sylvania, Belmont, Stone Oak and Highland Meadows play at scratch for the title. This tournament is subsidized by the Toledo Junior Golf Association.

The Old Pal Tournament will be bigger than ever. An opening OLD PAL  STAG Day will "tee off" the season.  You and your partner will be paired against another team in your bracket for your first match. Schedule your match and sign-up in the locker room. Bracket Winners of will be paired together for the upcoming season. Other brackets will be determined by drawing teams out of a hat. There will be no forfeits. A match which can't be played will be decided by a flip of the coin with the winning team receiving only 10 ½ points. Ties will be decided by the results of earlier match played.  Winners of each bracket will go into the championship flight. Runners-up will go into the consolation flight. 
OLD PAL RULES

   
A total of 21 points shall be awarded in each match. One point for the winner of each hole, 1/2 point to each team if the hole is halved. One point for each nine won, 1/2 point to each team if the nines are halved. One point for winning the eighteen, 1/2 point to each team if the eighteen is halved. A match which cannot be played will be decided by a flip of a coin, with the winning team receiving 10 1/2 points.  You cannot win a bracket by a coin flip.  The best ball of a team after application of the Handicap shall be matched against the best ball of the opposing team and the low ball shall win that hole. All players are required to play the Blue tees.

HANDICAPS

   
The handicaps in effect on the day of the match will apply. It is the players responsibility to establish the proper handicap for the competition.  There is no limitation on the handicap differential between partners. In each match, 80% of the current handicaps will be used. The player with the lowest handicap will be the "scratch" player. Strokes shall be taken where specified on the Men's Scorecard. The other 3 players will receive the full difference between their handicaps and that of the scratch player. YOU MUST HAVE AN ESTABLISHED HANDICAP TO PARTICIPATE. The low handicap player is responsible for all scores being posted with a "T" next to the score.  Players are responsible for the correct handicaps used in all matches.  Men 65 and older will be permitted to play the white tees in all events for 2009.

Howard Cook Invitational


Since 1975, several members have held a tournament we have dubbed the “HCC Invitational.”  In 1993, the tournament became a fundraiser to provide scholarships to TCC employees and their dependents.  Since then, more than $100,000 has been raised and 105 scholarships have been awarded.  The HCC Invitational tournament benefits the entire club.  The event is a 2-man scramble, with the course set up with some very tricky holes.  The tournament takes place in late August.
FALL CLASSIC

The Fall Classic is a 4-man team tournament that consists of A-B-C-D players.  Teams will be selected the Thursday prior to the event.   Cash prizes as well as merchandise prizes will be awarded for the top teams.
9-Holer Ladies 
The 9 Hole Players were organized to learn more about golf and enjoy the exercise of the game with friendly companionship.  It is open to all levels of play on Wednesdays.
18-Holer Ladies

The 18 Hole Players are for the more serious lady golfer that is up for a challenge.  A handicap limit of 36 or less is required to participate in an event on Tuesdays.
TCC Seniors

General Information

This open golfing group will play on selected Thursday mornings. Members wishing to play should check-in at the men's locker room no later than 8:00 a.m. Groups will start tee off at 8:30 a.m. Members will be asked to act as chairmen for these events on a voluntary basis and they will decide how the teams are established, what game will be played and how the prizes will be awarded.  All team scores must be turned in to the days chairman. Scorecard playoffs to resolve ties will always begin at the men's #1 handicap hole and proceed in rotation.  Summer rules apply unless otherwise stated beforehand. USGA rules apply and any other decisions concerning play will be made in consultation with the golf professionals and Golf Committee Chairman.

TCC SENIORS GUIDLINES

1. New members who do not yet have an established handicap may play with the group until such time as their handicap is established and will be responsible for providing an estimate of what score he will shoot which will serve as a basis for handicap but will be only allowed a maximum of 30 strokes.

2. All members must know the basic rules of golf as well as golf etiquette. 

3. Each member must conform to the TCC dress code. 

4. Each member will be responsible for playing in a timely manner so that a foursome can complete 18 holes within 4 hours. 

5. The maximum handicap allowed in all weekly events will be 30.  Interclubs may be an exception.
